regulated by a visible 2.5 Hertz escapement in the ‘driver’s hel-
met” and powered by a mainspring visible in the passenger’s
‘seat’. The second movement powers fhe engine automat. Turm-
iNng the dashboard key starts the engine, friggering the pistons
of the V8 to go up and down. This animation is completely in-
dependent of the fime movement. A manual gear lever selects
pbetween winding the fime movement, winding the engine au-
tomate or neutral.
